committee chaired by Dr. K. Kastoriragan on May 2019. The draft report provides a
massive reform in the education system from school to higher level, from early. childhood
care to adult education. More important thing is that the draft report extends the nght tow
education (RTE) to all children from early childhood to secogI level which was =~
previously limited to a small period from the age of six to fourteen years. Now th
suggested education pattern is 5-3-3-4. First five years is foundation stage, next l:hiqe ;
Is preparatory stage, after that from classes six to eight (i thré ears)“tﬁ:ddle stage and
last four years nine to twelve classes is the secondary stage. The committee recgmmmds :
to reduce curriculum content and emphasises on a holistic discussion b ed and aualysxs
based learning. Apart from recommendation to reform examination systi

commxtte
recommends a semi-autonomous school complex comprising a secondary Rehbol (

class Nine to Twelve) with all the public schools in its neighborhood tha ﬂ‘ém_
preprimary to class eight. School complex will also include anganwadies; vocational and /
adult education centers. The committee also gives importance on teachers training afi
school reghlarory system. The existing B. Ed programme will be replaced by four yeas .
integrated B. Ed programme. It also suggests an independent state scbg%;egulatory

authority. In Higher education the committee has observed that gross enrollment rati
(GER) was 20% in 2011-12, now the same is raised to 25% in 2017-I8. It now ai
make 50% by 2035. Apart from other regulatory and accreditation system the c tt ee
has given importance on vocational education which is only 5% of GER instead of 52%
in USA, 75% in Germany and 96% in South Korea. The committee reco :
Compulsory integrating Vocational educaﬂ&nal programme,in all ' t!onal nﬂ
(Schools, Colleges and Universities) in phase mannerﬂz; a period of 10 years. The
committee also suggests that at least one vocational course shouldbe offered in school
level and a compulsory integrated vocational curriculum in Iugherécanon which 1s
national policy on Skill Development and Entrepreneurship
