% Skills to formulate information needs and
define the location of information.

» An understanding of the structure and
characteristics of databases.

»  Skills to use information and communication
technology.

»  Skills to evaluate the relevance of information
retrieved from different sources.

> Information analysis skills.

» Skills to select and structure information, to
quote and make references; awareness of
copyright issues.

» And the most important thing, skills to
synthesise retrieved information and creat new
knowledge.

So, information literacy education is very important
to transform the information society of today into
the learning society of tomorrow. Across the world,
educators in primary, secondary, tertiary and
professional education contexts have been
developing strategies and policies for designing,
learning opportunities that will enable learners to
take advantage of the information and
communication infrastructures available to them.

3. Celebration of librarians day.

Remembering the father of library sciences of
India Dr. S.R. Ranganathan, Duliajan College
celebrates librarians day in every year on 12th
August.

Dr. S.R. Ranganathan was born on August 9,
1892 to Ramamirtam lyer and Sita Lakshmi Ammal
at Shiyali.

After completing education in 1916.
Rangnathan was appointed as assistant Lecturer
in the Government college in Mangalore in 1917
and then he joined Presidency College in 1921. He
taught Mathematics and Physics.

In January 1924, Dr. S.R. Ranganathan left
presidency college and took charge of Madras
University library as University librarian. He left for
England in September 1925, to get trained in
librarianship and completed a six month certificate
course in library science.

On his return from London in 1925, he took
immediate step to reorganize the University library
to attract more readers and classified its contents
on scientific basis. He started the library science
department in the year 1931 at Madras University.
Because of Dr. S.R. Rangnathan'’s interest Madras
became the first state in our country to enact the
Madras Public Library Act (1957) He was a
professor of library science in Delhi University from
1947 to 1955. He was Chairman of the UGC library
commission and started DRTC (Documentation
Research and Training Centre) at Bangalore to



promote the research activities in the field of library
and information science.

Dr. Ranganathan has written on almost all
aspects of library science, such as library Adminis-
tration, Classification, Cataloguing etc. He wrote
Sixty books and 2000 articles. Having performed
active library service for 21 years, Ranganathan
sought voluntary retirement in 1945. He died on
Sept. 28, 1972.

Dr. Ranganathan received D. Litt Degree from
the Delhi and Pisttsburg Universities in recognition
of Unique service to library science and was also
the recipient of Rao Sahib and Padmashri awards
from the Government of India.
