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A Bird eye view of GST

Goods and services Tax (GST) is an indirect tax
which was introduced in India on 1st July 2017 and
applicable throughout India which replaces multiple
cascading taxes levied by Central and State
Governments. (except petroleum product and human
consumption liquor). GST is governed by a GST
Council and its chairman is the Finance Minister of
India. GST would be applicable on 'supply' of goods
and services and based on principle of destination
based consumption taxation. Component of
GST-India has adopted a DUAL-GST which is
imposed concurrently by Central Govt. and
state/union Territories simultaneously tax goods and
services. Both the Centre and the state/UT have the
power to tax on Intra state supplies (i.e. within the
same State/UT) as CGST and SGST and for Inter
state supplies (i.e., between two or more state/UT)
Central Govt. has the power to levy tax as IGST.

GST rate structure : Nil tax rate, 5% rate
(covered 26 no of goods), 12% rate (covered 242 no.
of goods), 18% rate (covered 453 no. of goods), and
28% (covered 228 nos of goods) on 3rd July 2017.

Goods and services Tax Network (GSTN) has
been setup by the Govt. as private company which
would provide three front end services, namely
registration, payment and return to taxpayers. The
liability to register under GST arises when the person
is a supplier and aggregate turnover in the financial
year is the above the threshold limit of Rs. 20 lakhs

Under certain situation the dealer must take
compulsory Registration under GST irrespective of
the turnover. For example - Inter state sales of
taxable goods, e-commerce operator, e-commerce
seller etc. Registration under composition scheme
applicable when turnover is less than 1.5 Crores (75
lakhs or special categories state) and regidtration
under normal scheme is applicable where, yearly
turnover is more than 1.5 Crores. Input tax credit
(ITC) is allowable under normal scheme but not
under composition scheme.,

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MIYAKE EVENTS

A powerful burst of cosmic rays is temed a
Miyake Event. The Miyake events show an increase
in carbon-1 4, which is a radioactive isotope of
carbon. The events are named after a Japanese
Astronomer Fusa Miyake who was the first author of
a paper published in the year 2012 in the journal
Nature correlating the observed spike of carbon-14
(14C) dated to 774-775 CE in the Japanese cedar tree
rings to extreme solar particle event (SPE). This
event produced the largest and most rapid rise in
carbon-14 ever recorded. However, the origin and
cause of this huge increase in sun’s cosmic ray
activity is currently unknovm. Many also suggested
that a gamma-ray burst can also cause the spike in
carbon-1 4. However, this is quite unlikely. A recent
sntdy published in the Proceedings of rhe Royal
Society A (2022) has used statistics and modeling to
that a gamma-ray burst can also cause the spike in
carbon-I 4.

suggest that solar flares didn't show a consistent
relationship to the I I-year solar cycle, which is the
cycle that the Sun's magnetic field goes through.
This lack of relationship to the solar cycle means that
Miyake events probably aren't due to a solar flare.
The Miyake events also are extended events unlike
the solar flares. The Miyake event of 774 CE lasted
for years whereas a solar flare would last only for a
day or two.

The Miyake events take place roughly every
1000 years on average. The last such eruptions took
place around 7176 BCE, 5410 BCE, 5259 BCE, 663
BCE, 774 CE and around 993 CE. It is feared that in
today's times a Miyake event would cause a total
industrial and social collapse dragging humanity
back to the Middle Ages. Due to the lack of protection,
the network of undersea internet cables, telecommu-
nications and electricity systems would be
completely destroyed by a super massive cosmic
storm. In turn this would lead to a crisis in the health,
banking and food services. Still some protective
measures can be taken as suggested in an interview
with experts by El Conjidencial. The electrical
infrastructure can be organized to be more resilient,
local and regional grids can be created to act indepen-
dently when necessary. However, according to Dr
Holly Gilberl, Director of the High Altitude
Observatory in the United States it would be best to
make the optimal use of artificial intelligence to
strengthen and improve the early warning system
which would help to predict these events. Since we
are heading towards the solar maximum with more
solar flares and violent cosmic events, it is time we
act fast enough.
